Registrations of interest are being invited for the first of what could become an annual joint Auckland-Wellington MG Club sprint meeting/driver training day on the “long” (A1GP) circuit at Taupo circuit on Sunday 31 May. This will be over the Queens Birthday weekend leaving plenty of time for travel, relaxation and independent social activities. 
While the exact programme has yet to be confirmed we are aiming to include:

1. Introductory / Driver Training track sessions

2. Single Car Sprints

3. Dual car Sprints

4. Women only track sessions

Notes:

a. Registration & Scrutineering - To maximise track time on the Sunday, we would like to complete registration / documentation and scrutineering early on the Saturday evening (venue to be arranged). Time will be available on Sunday for those arriving later.
b. Price – due to the varied nature of the intended programme the price may be pro-rated depending on the events you enter. However given the overall track hire costs ($6600 + GST), registration is likely to be around $80 per driver. 

c. Accommodation – the Lakeland Motel will be used as the HQ for registration and probably the Sunday evening dinner, but there is no block booking so feel free to go elsewhere if this suits.  
d. Events
a. Driver Training – Will not require any specific race equipment

b. Single Car Sprints – Helmet and overalls required. Open-top cars without roll-over protection will be eligible to enter.

c. Dual Car Sprints - Will require possession of a MSNZ Clubsport licence (available by on line application from MSNZ), approved helmet and single layer cotton overalls, fitted fire extinguisher and approved roll over protection for open cars (but not for closed cars).  Note: Pre 1960 open top cars with a MSNZ Certificate of Description may participate in dual car sprints without roll protection.
d. Women only track sessions – subject to interest we will be providing track time for women only within the programme.

e. Invitations​ - A special invitation is to be issued to selected period oriented car clubs to participate including VCCs who may also choose to run under the special arrangement reached between the national MSNZ and VCC bodies.
f. Saturday Evening – Of course a noggin and natter venue will be arranged.
g. Dinner & Prizegiving – It is likely that the Sunday dinner and informal prizegiving will be at the Lakeland.

3. THE EVENT

The event will take place at Taupo Motorsport Park on the 31st of May 2009. First run will start at 10am and runs will end at 5.30pm.
4. ENTRIES

4.1 Opening and Closing: 

Normal entries open with the publication of these regulations and close at 6pm on 24th May 2009. Late entries will be open until 9.30am on 31st of May 2009.

4.2 Entry Acceptance: 

Entries shall be made on the correct form and to be deemed valid must be complete in all details and accompanied by the appropriate fees.  Acceptance will be at the organising committee’s discretion. Organisers reserve the right to refuse any entry in accordance with the prescribed provisions of the National Sporting Code. 

This event is promoted for the enjoyment of owners and drivers of classic and marque cars and entries may be accepted from other vehicles in the event that less than 70 entries are received, or in the organisers opinion do not fall outside the spirit of the event. 
Entries for group 5 cars (see 5.2 below) will not be accepted on the day.

4.3 Fees: 

Entry Fees (including GST): 

$65 (driver training only)

$80 (single car sprints and driver training)

$95 (dual car sprints)

Late entry fee: normal entry + $15.

4.4 Licence Requirements: 
All dual sprint competitors must hold a minimum of a Motorsport NZ Clubsport grade licence. No licence is required for the single car sprints or driver training as these are Clubsport Basic Events.

5. ELIGIBLE VEHICLES

5.1 Compliance: All vehicles shall comply with Appendix Two Schedule A or Appendix Two Schedule AA of the current MotorSport Manual unless stated otherwise in these supplementary regulations.

5.2 Classes: Vehicles will be divided into the following classes: 
Group 1 – All M.G. cars of any model, other than those in Group 2 below, 

Group 2 – All Pre 1956 cars of all marques

Group 3 – Production sports cars

Group 4 – Other sports cars

Group 5 – Pre 1980 2WD saloon and GT cars manufactured prior to 1980

Group 6 – All others

6. DOCUMENTATION AND SCRUTINEERING AUDIT

Documentation and scrutineering will take place at the Lakeland Resort (282 Lake Terrace, Taupo) from 5 pm-6.30 pm on 30th of May 2009.
